Transport Needs in The Bourtons - 2018 Survey

The Bourton Parish Council in association with Community First Oxfordshire
It will have become apparent to many parishioners that public transport which previously serviced The Bourtons has drastically reduced since 2012 when the previous survey was undertaken, such that current services are limited to the 501, 502 and 503. The 501 and 502 are run by Stagecoach and stop in the Bourtons each Saturday, whilst the 503 is run by Catteralls Coaches and stops in Great Bourton and Little Bourton each Thursday. Other community transport services are available but can be expensive over long journeys.
The Bourtons Parish Council would like to know what your specific public transport requirements are, so that we can better understand the transport services needed for the parish. The more responses we receive, the better placed we are to try and develop viable solutions to enable fellow parishioners to access public transport and find a scheme to claim potential Sec 106 funding from Hayfield Homes.
